BUYER’S OBLIGATION TO PAY CERTAIN COSTA IF SALE DOES NOT CLOSE

In the event that this sale does not close because of a breach of this Contract by the Buyer, then Buyer shall be responsible for the following costs associated with this transaction:  the costs of any survey and/or title commitment, the costs of any homeowner’s association inspection, certification or similar fee, and the costs of any wood infestation report.  (you may insert any other costs incurred by Seller that Seller paid for up front and loses because buyer defaulted).  The parties agree that in the event that buyer does not pay these costs when due, these costs may be paid by the Escrow Company directly from the Earnest money regardless whether the Earnest Money is otherwise refundable.  In the event that this sale actually closes, these costs shall be charged to the party as otherwise set forth in this contract.
