CONTINGENCY FOR THE SALE OF THE BUYER’S CURRENT HOME
On occasion, a buyer must make an offer that is contingent on selling their current home or property.  When that occurs, use this clause:

This sale is contingent on the buyers successfully selling and losing the sale on their current home located at ___(Complete Address of Property)___within___ days of acceptance of the offer herein.  All parties to this offer agree that the Seller’s property is to remain on the market and not be reported as being sold until Buyer’s remove this contingency.  Should the Sellers receive another acceptable offer within the time allotted, the Buyers shall have ___days to waive this contingency and proceed to closing, or this agreement shall be null and void and of no further effect on either Buyer(s) or Seller(s), and all earnest money shall then be returned to the Buyers and the escrow shall be cancelled.
